Many of your have
asked for specific details regarding what we need tedayrfor MAF and tangible ways that
you can join with us in ministry.

Last Few Requirements

MAF requires pilot candidates to have their commetigahse and instrument rating. They
also require pilots to have a minimum of 400 flight hourseelence and 50 hours experiencq
a high performance plane. Eric has 650 flight hours, wrfately at this time he only has 30
hours of high performance time. That means he gébs 20 more hours in a high performa
plane. MAF also suggests that pilots have a certifigiitfinstructor rating, something Eric
hasn’t earned yet and hopes to complete by Summer 201Gitbjgodhe expected cost for t
training will be around $5000.

Opportunity to Help
Servant Wings has a Cessna 206 plane that he can ré&i#foan hour. This plane is a high

performance plane and will help him complete his higfioperance requirement. As you can
imagine, the costs associated with obtaining flightr&amd training add up quickly. Would
you be interested in joining us as ministry partners bytiog financially towards Eric’s goal
of completing his flight requirements for MAF?
